Course Description: 

BIBL 7013 is an intermediate exegesis course in the Greek of the New Testament with a study of vocabulary, the syntax of New Testament Greek, and an overview of questions relating to the text and canon of the New Testament. This term the course will read selections of the Gospel of Mark, including a few brief selections from Paul. Prerequisite: GREE 6006 or its equivalent.

B.
Course Objectives: 

1. The primary objective is to gain reading facility in the Greek New Testament.

2. A secondary objective is to gain appreciation for the importance of the Greek text for doing exegesis.

3. Another important objective is to build one’s knowledge of Greek syntax and idiom.

4. A final objective is to become acquainted with the basic elements of textual criticism and to build confidence in the reliability of the text of the Greek New Testament.
